Lunch time lasts for fifty minutes from 1.25 – 2.15pm. Year 7, 8, 9 and 10 pupils 
are not allowed off the school campus, unless they have informed the school 
about an arrangement to go home for lunch and a dinner pass has been 
obtained. The canteen operates a ”counter system” offering a different style of 
food, hot meals, fast foods, salads and snacks and drinks. There are also varied 
meals for vegetarians. We suggest between £2.30 and £3.50 is more than 
adequate for most children. If your child decides to bring a packed lunch then the 
dining area is available for their use too. Please note that the Parent Pay system 
is used to purchase food – please see ParentPay information enclosed.
It is advised that a snack is taken during morning break, the canteen is open 
during this time for snacks and drinks. 
During Transition Week, to help your child get used to the system they will be 
permitted to take lunch 15 minutes earlier than the rest of the school.

• Packed Lunch – This will need to be carried in your bag all day
• School Dinner - Purchased from the canteen using 

preloaded money on Parent Pay.
• Free School Meals – Money is automatically loaded onto 

your account.

with their form tutor. 
• Provide a good morning and bed time routine. 
• Ensure your child gets enough sleep. 
• Provide a homework routine and somewhere quiet for your child to complete it.
